Where is St. Croix and How do I get there and other questions?

The US Virgin Islands are located in the north-eastern Caribbean, just to the east of Puerto Rico.  St. Croix is the largest of the US Virgin Islands.

 The United States Virgin Islands are under the US flag and therefore subject to US laws.  The waters are patrolled by the US Coast Guard.  The currency is the US $ and it is served by the US Mail.

When entering St. Croix it is just like flying to another state, if you are coming from the US.  However when returning to the mainland you go through customs and immigration.   A passport or other proof of citizenship/residency is required for US residents.  Non US residents must have a passport.

If you are coming from Europe you have to go through US immigration the same as if you were entering the States on the mainland.

NOTE:  US Residents are not required to have passports, just proof of residency.

GETTING THERE

FROM NORTH AMERICA:

American has flights from Miami , US Air from Philadelphia and Delta from Atlanta.  There are many connections via American and Cape Air  through San Juan, Puerto Rico.  There is also a Seaplane that flies from both San Juan and St. Thomas, however there is a weight restriction on the Seaplane so this is not always the best way to go with scuba gear.   (30lb with excess charges)  There is also a ferry between St. Thomas and St. Croix that runs 4 days a week.

FROM EUROPE:

Via the US mainland,  San Juan Puerto Rico,  St. Marten , or St. Thomas.   Between the islands you can fly American (from San Juan), LIAT  (St. Marten), or Cape Air (San Juan, St. Thomas).  There is a ferry running between St. Thomas and St. Croix on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and Monday. 

CLIMATE/WATER TEMPERATURE:

Water temperatures range between 78 and 84 degrees F.  Days are sunny and tropical throughout the year but always cooled by the constant trade winds.

CURRENCY:

US dollar. Credit cards accepted in most places and there are several ATMs on the island.

ENTRY/EXIT REQUIREMENTS St. Croix is a US island and therefore passports are not required to enter or leave, however proof of entry requirements for non-US citizens are the same as entering the mainland.

DIVE EXPERIENCE--2011 

Hotel Information
Your class takes place in downtown Christiansted.  If you stay in town  you will not need a car--everything is close by, classroom, boat and confined water site.  There are also many restaurants within walking distance.

We recommend the following  hotels for your stay in St. Croix for the IDC / OWSI or any of the Instructor continuing education courses.

Large hotel on a small island in Christiansted harbor.   Has a large beach and all rooms face the water.  We will probably be doing most of the confined water part of the IDC here.  Ferry (runs whenever there are people needing it) runs between island (cay) and downtown Christiansted (takes about 2 minutes.)  Walk from ferry dock to dive shop, boat, restaurants etc.  No car needed.  Rooms have two full sized beds and small fridge, small kitchenette setup, AC and cable tv.

GENERAL INFORMATION
The Instructor Development Course (IDC) focuses on preparing qualified candidates as PADI Open Water Scuba Instructors.

The entire   IDC is divided into two portions—Assistant Instructor (AI) course     and Open Water Scuba Instructor (OWSI) course   Candidates who have successfully completed the OWSI course are eligible for the two day Instructor Exam (IE).

Pre-requisites:

To enroll in an AI course or IDC an individual must:

Be certified as a PADI Divemaster or hold a leadership level certification with another recreational diver training organization.
To enroll in an OWSI course an individual must:

Be certified as a PADI Assistant Instructor or as a current instructor


member in good standing with another recreational diver


training organization for at least 6 months including BSAC (Club


Instructor or higher), CMAS (two star Instructor), FAUI, IDEA, Los


Angeles County, MDEA, NAUI, PDIC, SSI, SAA (Instructor Grade 2 or


higher) or YMCA (others may qualify – contact PADI for verification).
In addition, all candidates  must:

1. Be at least 18 years old.

2. Have been a certified diver for at least six months and have completed and logged at least 60 dives with documentation of experience in deep, night and navigation diving.

3. Be fit for diving and submit a Medical Statement for a diving medical examination within the past 12 months.

4. Submit proof of CPR and First Aid Training within the last 24 months.

5. Submit documentation of any equivalent (non-PADI) certifications for entry level, advanced, rescue and leadership-level issued by another recreational diving organization.
6. Be an Emergency First Response Instructor or equivalent (a class will be held the day after the IE for candidates who do not have this requirement) .

7. Complete the on-line IDC E-learning component prior to the start of the IDC.
IE Pre-requisites:

1. Have successfully completed all portions of the OWSI Course within the last year.

2. Be fit for diving and submit a Medical Statement for a diving medical examination within the past 12 months.

3. Have completed and logged at least 100 dives.

WHAT IS THE BEST WAY TO PREPARE FOR THE IDC/OWSI/IE

Preparation is the key to a successful and enjoyable IDC and IE.  While some people arrive at the program with minimal preparation, these people wind up with little extra time and find the IDC much harder than it really is.

There are several ways to prepare in advance.  Once we have received a deposit from you (see enrollment form) you will be sent an "IDC/IE Preparation Guide."   

You will also be registered online with PADI in order to complete your required IDC e-learning segment.  This must be completed before the start date of the IDC.

In addition you will be able to contact your course director directly at any time with questions you might incur while you are preparing.  

You will also need to get your books as soon as possible if you do not already have them.   

Contact Dive Experience or Barbara if you need help in obtaining your course materials.
IDC CANDIDATE CHECKLIST

You must bring all these materials with you the first day of the IDC.   

· PADI fees:  $625 ($126 IDC registration, $499 IE fee). These must be in the form of credit card or US bank check (PADI examiners do not accept cash) 

· Medical form completed and signed by your MD.  This must be current (within 1 year of the IDC, or IE if taking immediately after the IDC).

· Photocopies of current CPR and First Aid Instructor certifications .  If you are taking the EFR Instructor class immediately after the IE you must bring proof of current (within 24 months) First Aid and CPR certifications.

· Photocopies of the following certifications: Open Water, Advanced Open Water, Rescue and Divemaster .
· Photo  

· Completed IDC e-learning component documentation
· Logbook containing at least 100 dives, including navigation, deep and night
· All skin and scuba diving equipment (tanks and weights will be provided).

· Exposure suit

· All necessary books and teaching materials
· Notepaper, writing materials, postit notes, highlighers.

· Calculator

· Swimsuits, sunscreen
· Pocket Mask (available from Course Director)
